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Training Sessions for Youth Stewardship Volunteer
Program Offered at Hanauma Bay

Youth between the ages of 16 and 21, our next generation of environmental leaders and resource
managers, now have a place to learn valuable skills while also having fun.

The UH Sea Grant Hanauma Bay Education Program established the £ Malama Hanauma Youth
Stewardship Volunteer Program, a program designed to teach the students how to malama (care
for) this unique and precious natural resource, and then provide them with the opportunity to
share this information with the nearly one million visitors who come to the Hanauma Bay Nature
Preserve each year.

The students will first interact directly with the Hanauma Bay Education Program staff who will
share their expertise in topics such as Hawaiian fish and invertebrate identification, Hawaiian
culture, coastal plant identification, and proper reef etiquette. In return, the students will be asked
to commit to one four-hour shift per week for a minimum of two months.

For any students looking for a valuable summer learning experience in a world class nature
preserve, the upcoming training sessions are scheduled for Sunday mornings in mid-March
from 9:00 a.m. to noon.

— 1 p.m. (except on Tuesdays when the park is closed for maintenance)

e Each shift rotates through 2 volunteer stations: the Entranceway and the Education Center
